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PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT 
 

1. The Assistant Superintendent shall coordinate the maintenance and routine 
inspections of any playground and its equipment with the Parks and Recreation 
Department of the City of Charlottesville, who will provide the maintenance and 
inspections. 

 
2. The Assistant Superintendent shall maintain maintenance and inspection reports. 
 
3. The Assistant Superintendent will consult with the Director of Parks and 

Recreation regarding the repair or removal of playground equipment from the 
school property.   Although the authority for repair or removal is under the 
direction of the Director, the Assistant Superintendent will work with the Director 
during the process.  

 
4. The principal may restrict or deny the use of any playground equipment until it is 

restored to safe condition.
