SCHOOL-COMMUNITY RELATIONS

PUBLIC CONDUCT ON SCHOOL PROPERTY

All visitors to any Charlottesville City Schools’ property shall be expected to
report to the office prior to visiting any other part of the building. All visitors
shall follow any procedures set by the location for visitors’ passes, escorts,
signing in, etc.

Anyone violating the entrance procedures may be asked to leave the property and
reported to law enforcement if the person does not comply.

No visitors shall be allowed to possess or consume any alcohol on any school
premises or at school-sponsored events.

The only exception for Item 3 would be a religious group who has a contract for
the use of facilities and serving wine as part of the service.

No visitor shall be allowed to smoke or use smokeless tobacco on any school
property.

Any person damaging property, violating other parts of these regulations or laws,
or disrupting the operation of any school facility may be reported to law
enforcement officials by the principal or other school official.

Conduct.
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
